The facility was closed for business and no
potentially hazardous foods (PHF) were stored onsite at the time of the inspection.

The PIC stated the two-door cold hold unit was plugged in just prior to the inspection and did not have time to reach proper
temperature. Ensure this unit is capable of maintaining PHF at temperatures of 41F or below before being put into service.
