Mechanical warewashing equipment was not assembled and not in use during inspection.

1. Demonstration of knowledge, food safety certification

All food employees shall have adequate knowledge of and be trained in food safety as it relates to their assigned duties. There shall
be a Food Manager Certificate on the premises for the designated employee that has passed an approved and accredited exam.
Food facilities that prepare, handle, or serve non-prepackage food shall ensure that all food handlers have an approved food handler
card. (113947, 113947.1-113947.5, 113948)

Inspector Comments: Food handler training record was not available for an employee working as a food handler. PIC stated
employee had completed training, but the training certificate was not on file. Employee training certificates shall be retained on file at
the food facility and shall be made available for inspection upon request.

6. Adequate hand washing facilities supplied and accessible.

Handwashing facilities must be provided, maintained with soap and single-use towels or drying device, and remain easily accessible.

Inspector Comments: Paper towel dispenser at hand wash sink was empty and restocked during inspection. Provide soap, paper
towels in a dispenser, and warm water and hand wash sinks.
